Venerable Geshe Thupten Phelgye  was Born in 1956, Had  Schooling at C.S.T. Changlang and S.F.F. School Dehradun, India. Then became a monk at Seraje Monastic University in 1973 from Venerable abbot Dhondup Tobgyal at the age of 17. He received the novice ordination from the senior tutor to H.H. the Dalai lama ( Late Kyabje Ling Rinpoche) in 1974. In 1976, He finished the Traditional Monastic University Graduation Paramita part one. He received the Bichu ordination from H.H. the Dalai Lama in 1977. 

       In 1979 he was appointed as The head teacher at the monastic school beside his own studies and he brought the school up to a new era. He also studied medicine in 1981 and became the chief health worker at the monastic health center saving hundreds of lives from Tuberculosis. He has been campaigning for vegetarianism since 1984, when he saw the cruelty of a slaughter-house. In Oct 6.1986, He has been directly appointed by H. H. the Dalai Lama as guardian-tutor to Canadian Tulku Tenzin Sherab (Elijah Ary)  In 1989 he appealed the abbot of the monastery to stop the meat food in the temple premises, which earned him the first success in his mission. In 

       1991 He finished the vigorous 18 years of traditional Buddhist philosophical studies and humbly accepted Geshe Rigrampa, while the abbot wanted him to take the Lharampa degree, he avoided the higher title. He then surrendered before H. H. The Dalai Lama where he was advised to further his studies in Tantrayana in Buddhism, which he completed in 1992 from Gyumeh Tantric Monastery. In 1993 H.H. The Dalai Lama inspired him to teach Dharma in the west however he wanted to do an extensive retreat before he taught others. Therefore with blessings and guidance from H.H. the Dalai lama, he went to the hermitage retreat on the mountains of Dharamsala till December 1997. In 1998 with blessing at a private audience with the Dalai lama, He found the Universal Compassion Movement and openly campaigned for vegetarianism around the world. 

       In 1999 He was elected as the first President of International Gelug Society and sponsored several Resolutions including vegetarian diet in Gelug Monasteries and Nunneries. He also sponsored a resolution on vegetarian diet to all schools of Tibetan Buddhism at the National religious Conference in Dharamsala in the year 2000.  

        In the year 2001, Without any campaign, he was elected as a member of Tibetan Parliament in Exile to represent the Gelug tradition. In the year 2003 He brought up a Historic bill in the Parliament to encourage Vegetarianism in Tibetan community for compassionate living and for the long life of H.H. the Dalai Lama, which was successfully passed in the House.

       From 2003 He has been a part of Sulha Peace Mission in the Middle-East in Israel which later H. H. the Dalai Lama appreciated and encouraged further as the Buddhist Ambassador to the Peace-work. He has been re-elected to the Parliament again in 2006 for the second time with top votes without any campaign.  

         Apart from his parliamentary works, he has been tirelessly giving talks and teachings around the world advocating Compassionate living through vegetarianism, Ethical economy for environment protection, Peace through interfaith dialogues under Universal Compassion Movement for world peace. UCM has been serving food and other utility needs at facilitation house for the guests ( homeless ) in Nevada city/Grass Valley Ca, US.  He has been traveling to many countries including Thailand, Japan, Swiss, France, Taiwan, Israel, Canada, and United states. Particularly in the states, He has spoken at the Universities like Harvard, Wheaton College, Amherst University, Naropa University, University of San Francisco, University of California Santa Barbara, Sierra College Ca, North Idaho College, UCSB Hillel College, Seton Cove Austin TX, Gonzaga Christian University Spokane, LaGuardia New Jersey and all lineage Buddhist Centers and Churches.
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
